A passionate educator, Kat is on the Jazz Studies faculty at DePaul University, teaching applied 
jazz voice, jazz ear training, jazz piano class, and direc:ng the Downbeat award-winning DePaul 
Vocal Jazz Ensemble. In 2025, she was awarded the Monsignor Kenneth J. Velo Dis:nguished 
Professorship, an honor for which she was nominated by her colleagues.
